Turkey Information

1. Keep turkeys inside the house or garage for about a week or until they fill out with white feathers, then move them to a pen.  Keep them between 75-85 degrees F.  That means a fan during hot days and a heat lamp as the weather turns cooler.

2. Have plenty of feed and water pans.  Show them the feed/water the first day by sticking their beaks in it.  As turkeys grow, switch to an automatic feeder/water and hang them from the roof of the pen at chest level of the turkeys.  Raise them as the turkeys grow.

3. Make sure there is NOTHING for them to jump on.

4. Keep the birds moving.  The more you can stir them around, the better.

5. Pen requirements are about 2-3 square feet per bird.  Make sure NO predators can get in the pen.

6. Feed electrolytes in the water daily for the 1st week.

7. Begin feeding mixture of feed and ground milo about 4 weeks before the show.

If birds start wheezing make sure to put an antibiotic in their water.
