Mrs. Reeves’ Syllabus and Rules

I. Course Titles:

Equine Science

Principles of Agriculture
Wildlife

II. Major Objectives of Course:

These courses shall be classroom/laboratory-oriented courses.  Each course is designed to explore a different aspect of agriculture and prepare students for a promising future.

III. Course Requirements:

Agricultural Science shall be taken as seriously as all core classes; students are required to pass ALL classes in order to participate in any UIL activity.  Students are required to come to class prepared to take notes and participate in hands-on activities.  A minimum of a spiral notebook with a pocket is required to take notes and keep assignments in.  There are crates organized by period on the counter in my room.  These crates may be used by students to store classwork; however, I am not responsible if the work in the folder is tampered with or disappears.  A major grade project in addition to unit tests will be given each six weeks that corresponds with what students are studying.  Students are expected to participate in all class activities and turn in assignments on time in order to pass the course.  All students will be issued an online record book called The Ag Experience Tracker, found at www.theaet.com.  Through this students shall acquire a minimum of 110 hours to satisfy State Requirements for a Supervised Agricultural Experience Program.  Students will be given the opportunity to work on this in class a minimum of twice per six weeks for a grade.  Failure to comply with the state requirements could result in a failing grade and loss of credit for the course.  Students will be encouraged to join and participate in the student organization, FFA, which will allow them to show an animal as well as have the opportunity to be on leadership and career development teams.  

Grades are recorded as follows:

1. Daily Grades

IV. Extra Credit:

If extra credit is offered in a course, all students will be given the opportunity to participate.  
V. Late work:

Fifteen points on major grade assignments will be deducted per class meeting.  After 3 days the assignment is given a 0. 
Daily assignments are expected to be turned in the day they are assigned unless the teacher allows the students to finish it for homework.  Then it is expected to be turned in the next class day.
VI. Make-up Work:

Make-up assignments or test shall be made available to students after any absence, BUT the student is responsible for asking the teacher for the work!!!  Students shall have the same number of days to complete make-up work as they were absent from the class.  The student will be responsible for obtaining and completing the make-up assignments in a satisfactory manner in the allotted time.  If not completed in the allotted time, the work falls under the guidelines of late work.  The grade for make-up work after an UNexcused absence shall be reduced by twenty points (see TISD policy)

VII. TEKS

Course TEKS (Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills) are overviewed in class and are available at the TEA website.
VIII. Rules and Regulations:

All agricultural science classrooms will follow the Tomball ISD teacher/student handbook. I would like to stress the following classroom policies:

1. RESPECT: teacher and each other

2. Remain in assigned seat at all times (seats are assigned to maximize learning and produce the best behavior possible)

3. Raise hand to talk

4. No food or sodas in class (sealed water can be brought to class)

5. No tobacco products (students will be written up and all of the product will be confiscated!)

6. No cussing or inappropriate discussions (sex, race, drugs, alcohol, negative gossip, etc…)

7. Don’t ask for a late pass to another class unless I have held you late.

8. No sleeping or walking around the room during teaching or class work

9.  Be prepared for class – I don’t lend out pens or paper

10.  No cell phones (if student’s phone rings or they are caught text messaging, their phone will be taken away!)

IX. Conferences:

The absolute best way to reach me to discuss grades, behavior, or any other school concerns will be by e-mail.  Due to the fact that I am out often for FFA and school related activities and I teach half a day in another classroom, the phone is not the best way to reach me.
